Last year, 1,300 dedicated supporters
donated 10,000 hours monitoring water quality, removing invasive species, creating the
next generation of river stewards, cleaning the watershed, inspiring activism through film
and events, and watchdogging the proposal to build Centennial Dam.”

The program at 6:30 pm will feature SYRCL's Executive Director Melinda Booth who will rall
out a new Five-year Strategic Plan and SYRCL's vision for the watershed. Alsc, in
celebration of the South Yuba's 20th Year as a Wild & Scenic River a panel of special
guests will share stories about SYRCL's 1999 victory that protected the river from proposed
hydropower dams.
